Notification - Orchard Hills Station

Sydney Metro is Australia’s biggest
public transport project.

Sydney Metro - Western Sydney Airport is the new
metro railway line which will service Greater
Western Sydney and the new Western Sydney
International (Nancy-Bird Walton) Airport. A city-
shaping project, the 23-kilometre new railway will
connect the Western Sydney Aerotropolis in the
south with St Marys in the north - where
customers can connect to the existing Sydney
Trains suburban T1 Western Line. The NSW and
Australian governments have a shared objective of
having Sydney Metro - Western Sydney Airport
operational when the airport opens for passenger
services.

Parklife Metro consortium was awarded the
station, systems, trains, operations, and
maintenance contract for Sydney Metro - Western
Sydney Airport in late December 2022.

Parklife Metro will deliver 12 new metro trains, six
new stations between St Marys and the new
Aerotropolis, rail systems and the stabling and
maintenance facility to be built at Orchard Hills.
Parklife Metro will operate and maintain the
Western Sydney Airport line for 15 years after it
becomes operational.

Work activity between September and
October, will include:

e Site establishment activities including line
marking, fencing and site signage; installation
of temporary water and power supply including
service trenching and backfilling

e Minor civil works for the hardstand and parking
areas including foundations, backfilling and
levelling

e Deliveries of site sheds and equipment

e Installing new sheds and constructing stairs
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e Surveying work will occur from a vehicle-
mounted camera, surveyor on foot with a
camera and tripod, and a drone to capture
aerial data from construction site to inform
project design

e Geotechnical testing and environmental
controls across the site.

What to expect:

e Work may generate some noise, but impact is
expected to be minimal

e  Work will be completed during standard
construction hours Monday to Friday, 7am to
6pm and Saturday, 8am to Ipm. Nearby
residents and businesses will be notified in
advance of any likely out-of-hours work

e Anincrease in small to medium vehicles
entering the project alignment site via Kent
Road - Gate K2

e Increased vehicle movements on surrounding
roads

e Equipment used in these work activities will
generate noise, vibration, and dust. Mitigation
measures will be in place to minimise these
impacts including noise and vibration
monitoring as required in the approved CNVR,
respite periods and dust suppression.
