Sydney Metro is Australia’s biggest transport project.

Sydney Metro-Western Sydney Airport is the new metro railway line which will service Greater Western
Sydney and the new Western Sydney International (Nancy-Bird Walton) Airport. A city-shaping project,
the new 23-kilometre metro railway will connect Bradfield city centre with St Marys in the north-where
customers can connect to the existing Sydney Trains suburban T1 Western Line. The NSW and Australian
governments have a shared objective of having Sydney Metro -Western Sydney Airport operational
when the airport opens for passenger services.

Parklife Metro consortium is delivering the Stations, Systems, Trains, Operations and Maintenance
(SSTOM) works. See the list below for the work activities at Airport Business Park and Airport Terminal
Stations during May.

Ongoing activities include:

Airport Terminal and Airport Business Park Station works:

e ongoing deliveries of machinery, materials, and equipment

e delivery and installation of precast beams and precast planks to Airport Terminal Station

¢ tower and mobile crane operations at Airport Terminal and Airport Business Park sites

e formwork, steel fixing and concrete pours for internal and perimeter walls and suspended slabs

e construction to the Airport Business Park services building and retaining wall including excavation,
concreting and waterproofing

e site photography, including using drone camera above construction sites.

Linewide works:
e site establishment activities at Elizabeth Drive compound for Linewide works, including installation
of site sheds and worker facilities, stockpile areas
e ongoing deliveries of materials, machinery and equipment to the dive site compound at Gate 11
Badgerys Creek Road and Luddenham Road site compound areas

e formwork, reinforcement and concrete pour work on Warragamba viaduct, M12 Motorway bridge
and tunnels

e installation of overhead catenary system structure (OCSS) and installation of the combined service
route (CSR) and all electrical, communication and signalling conduit

e installation of galvanised steel troughing (GST)

e concreting for the walls and slabs of the tunnels

e installations of brackets and cable containment in the tunnels.
Out-of-hours work includes:

e delivery and installation of precast beams to Airport Terminal site

e ongoing deliveries of over-sized equipment, machinery and materials

¢ rail track installations

e concrete pours

e service installations and surveying

e steel fixing and formwork installation

e activities associated with tunnelling 24 hours a day, 7 days per week.

Impact % urroundlng residents and businesses will be notified in advance of any out-of-hours work.
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Work hours:

Some work will also be required to take place outside standard construction hours to minimise traffic
impacts or to ensure the safety of pedestrians, motorists, and our workers. Out-of-hours work activities
will be carried out in line with the project Environmental Protection Licence, Road Occupancy Licences,

and Transport for NSW requirements.

What to expect:

e there may be some noise associated with the work, but we will try to minimise this as much as

possible

e strict safety and environmental controls will be in place for all work

e vehicles will be parked within the construction site.

Changes to traffic, pedestrian and cyclist routes:

During these works, traffic control will be in place to assist motorists, pedestrians and cyclists with any
changes to traffic conditions. This may include contraflow and stop-slow traffic controls. The times of
these changes will vary and are dependent on road authority approvals. Access to driveways and
buildings will be maintained at all times. Residents will be separately notified if access to driveways will
be affected or access to private property is requested.
