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Acciona Ferrovial Joint Venture (AFJV)
has been awarded the contract to
deliver 11 kilometres of twin metro rail
tunnels between The Bays and Sydney
Olympic Park and excavate five new
metro stations, including a station at
The Bays.

John Holland CPB Contractors Ghella
Joint Venture (JCG) has been awarded
the contract to deliver 3.5 kilometres
of twin metro rail tunnels between The
Bays and Hunter Street and excavate
the Pyrmont and Hunter Street metro
stations.

Eastern Tunnelling Package (ETP) will continue
tunnelling support activities at The Bays Station
in June. Underground cross passage construction
works are progressing and will continue at Glebe

Island and along the alignment towards Pyrmont
Station cavern.

Central Tunnelling Package (CTP) handed over
part of their site to Sydney Metro in March 2025.
With tunnelling and construction of the station
box now complete, minor utility adjustment work
is continuing into June.
