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Sydney Metro is Australia's biggest public transport project.

The NSW Government is delivering Sydney Metro West -a new underground metro railway which will double
rail capacity between Parramatta and the Sydney CBD, link new communities to rail services and support
employment growth and housing supply.

Gamuda Australia and Laing O’'Rourke Consortium (GLC) has been awarded the contract to deliver nine
kilometres of twin metro rail tunnels between Westmead and Sydney Olympic Park, excavation for two new
metro stations, a stabling and maintenance facility at Clyde and a precast facility at Eastern Creek.

Work will be conducted during standard working hours, 7am - 6pm Monday to Friday, 8am - 6pm, Saturdays.
*Tunnelling support activities will be 24 hours, six days a week, excluding public holidays.

Out-of-hours work, deliveries and movement of oversized machinery will also be required. Work activities are
subject to ground and weather conditions and may be rescheduled. Updates to the construction program, out-
of-hours work, and deliveries are provided in our weekly Westmead email updates.
